Because brake pads and shoes are hidden behind the
wheels and calipers or drums, you cannot visually check
how they’re worn.

Worn Sample: Brake Pads (Minimum thickness: 2mm)
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Pad Wear Indicator: \When the pad reaches it's minimum thickness, the
indicator is against the disc and may make a squealing noise.

Worn Sample: Brake Shoes (Minimum thickness: 1mm)
